Rental Policies

Check-in/out: Check-in time is 3:00pm and Check-out time is 11:00am. Check
in/out will take place with the staff in the Tackle Shop. If you plan to arrive/depart
outside of our regular Tackle Shop hours please let us know and we will make a plan to
accommodate your arrival/departure. We will not issue refunds for eatly departures.
Late check-out requests will be assessed on an individual basis. If you would like to
request a late check-out, please let us know and we will try to accommodate your
request.

Nightly Minimums: We have a three (3) night minimum for reservations. However,
shorter stays may be accommodated with the addition of a one-time $50 cleaning fee.

Cabin Occupancy: Our cabins are designed for two to six guests. Our standard
quoted rates are for up to 6 guests. If the majority of the occupants will be small
children, please let us know, as we can be more flexible with sleeping arrangements for

the kiddos.




Reservation Payment: 50% of the rental fee is due upon making the reservation. The
remaining 50% of the rental fee is due 7 days prior to arrival. We accept Visa, Master
Card, cash, & checks.

Reservation Changes: If you need to change your reservation, please request those
changes in writing by emailing us at crowleylakefishcamp@yahoo.com. We will try
to accommodate your reservation change requests.

Cancellation & No Shows: If you in writing cancel your reservation, we will give a
tull refund if the cancellation is made at least 30 days prior to the arrival date. If the
cancellation 1s not made within 30 days of the arrival date, a refund will be issued only
IF the cabin is able to be re-rented. A $100 administrative fee will apply. No-shows
will be charged the total amount of rent and applicable county tax due. We will make
every effort to re-rent the cabin when possible.

Payments: All quoted rental rates include the 129% Mono County Transient
Occupancy Tax.

Smoking: Smoking is not permitted inside the cabins and will result in a $250.00

cleaning charge.

Damage: Guests are responsible for damage to the cabins and contents caused by
anyone in your party. A $500 completely refundable deposit will be taken at check-in.

Keys: Please return your cabin keys to the Tackle Shop when checking out. If you are
departing before the shop opens, leave the keys in your cabin. There is a $10 fee for
lost keys.

Lost TV Remote: $25 lost remote fee. If you have any problems with your remote
please let us know at the Tackle Shop.

Pet Policy: Dogs are welcome at Crowley Lake. We do not allow cats. There is an
additional $15 charge per day to have your dog in the cabins. Only 2 dogs per cabin
are allowed. Friendly dogs only please! Dogs must be under their owner’s control at all
times when outdoors. To prevent damage to our cabins, dogs are not allowed to
be left unattended inside a cabin unless crated.

We would appreciate dog owners keeping their pets off the furniture. Please pick up
after your furry friend. We have “doggie bags” at a station near the front gate. Use
the bags with our compliments! You are responsible for any damage or extra cleaning
caused by your pet.
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Additional Items:

We ask that all guests be courteous to their neighbor by keeping noise to a minimum
after 9pm.

Our cabins do not include daily maid service. If you need additional towels/sheets
during your stay, please let us know and we will accommodate your needs for a small
additional fee. Please see the “Cabin Inventory” list on our website if you need to
know the specifics of the cabin contents.

Crowley Lake is an internet hotspot. The hotspot is maintained by Schat.net (a private
company). You can connect to the internet through the hotspot for an additional fee
paid to Schat.net.

Crowley Lake sits at 6800 feet in the Eastern Sierras. Our remote location offers wide
open spaces and gorgeous lake views. However, being in such a rural area also brings
with it wildlife such as chipmunks, field mice, birds, and insects. This wildlife can
make your stay special, but every once in a while a chipmunk or field mouse has been
known to find itself lost inside a cabin. Please be mindful and keep your food items in
sealed containers/locations.
